	Coursework Requirements     

	· Students must complete a total of 11 courses with a numerical grade of 3.0 or above.

· At least four of the 11 courses must be listed in the course catalog as seminars and appear in one of the course areas.

· Logic Requirement:  Complete at least one graduate-level logic course (PHIL 470 or above that is identified as Logic).
· All 400 and 500 level courses must be satisfied with a written term paper.

· Complete 18 credits of 500+ level coursework numerically graded or CR/NC.

· Complete 18 credits of additional 300-400 level coursework numerically graded.
· Complete 36 total credits (at least 30 credits earned at UW).
Other Courses:  Students may register for three courses (400+ level)  in other departments as long as the student has met specific registration policies/procedures for the course.  In addition, the course(s) must be approved by the Department of Philosophy’s Graduate Program Director as part of a student’s course of study.
